= Transfer Credit: Campbell University will accept a maximum of 64 semester hours in transfer from any combination of regionally
accredited two-year colleges, ACE-recommended lower level military credit, and CLEP/DANTES. There is no limit on the number of

= Graduation Requirements: All students earning BS.SSCIE degrees must have a minimum of 124 semester hours and all degree
requirements met in order to graduate.
