M.S.A. & M.Ed. 
Comprehensive Exams 

M.S.A. and M.Ed. students must take and pass comprehensive exams. The comprehensive exams are administered 

two times yearly, typically, the first Saturday in November and the first Saturday in March. There is a third 

comps administered in June for M.S.A. students only. APPLICATIONS to take the comprehensive exams must 
be submitted two weeks in advance. Applications to take the comprehensive exams in March are due by February 

15th. Retakes for students that did not pass the March administration will be the first Saturday in April. 

Retakes for students that did not pass the November administration will be on first Saturday in December.

Comprehensive Exams 

Candidates completing a degree program in Clinical Mental Health Counseling and School Counseling must pass 
the Counselor Preparation Comprehensive Examination (CPCE) during the semester before their graduation 
semester.
